Grab your paddle and come travel what enthusiasts have acclaimed as one of the nation’s
finest canoeing rivers! The Flambeau River flows south through northern Wisconsin
through the largely undevel oped Flambeau River State Forest. Beautiful high banks,
profusely forested with birch, pine, hemlock, balsam, cedar and maple, are common all
along theriver. A variety of wildlife make the riverway their home, most notably eagles,
osprey, ducks, herons, deer, beaver and muskrat. Fisher folk will delight at the chance to
hook smallmouth, northern, muskie, or walleye commonly found here. (In fact, the
Flambeau was named by Frenchmen who found Indians fishing by night with large
flaming torches, or flambeaux)

The Flambeau has two very distinct personalities. Thefirst part of your trip will consist
largely of quiet, placid stretches of water. The second half will include swifter water
with some substantial sized rapids. Thisisagreat trip for those interested in an
introduction to whitewater! Campsites are cozy and comfortable, and are situated
overlooking theriver.

Your trip will begin at Nine Mile Creek near the town of Oxbo and will end just
downriver from Beaver Dam Rapids. Experienced staff will make your trip one of
enjoyment and safety, so you can concentrate on learning new skills, worshipping God,
building lasting friendships, having fun, and celebrating community life together!

SAFETY

Safety isaprimary concert for Amnicon. Each trip isled by mature guides who are
certified in Lifeguarding, CPR and Wilderness First Aid, in addition to having extensive
training in emergency simulations, canoeing skills, and leadership development.
Amnicon has a 38-year safety record and meets the high standards established by the
American Camping Association for accreditation. In the event of an emergency, help can
be obtained at severa roadways that crossthe river. These roadways are always within 5
hourstravel by canoe or foot from where the group will be at anytime.
